What’s 
    in the Works

George Washington’s 
Ancestral Home

While in England recently Audrey and I thoroughly enjoyed our 
visit to Sulgrave Manor and we recommend this experience 
to any of our neighbors who are planning to visit the U.K.

Sulgrave Manor is the early English home of the ancestors of 
George Washington and is first mentioned in the Domesday 
Book in 1086. The Manor was the birthplace of Reverend 
Lawrence Washington, whose son Colonel John Washington. 
left England in 1656 for Virginia where his great-grandson, 
George, was born in 1732.

In 1914 Sulgrave Manor was presented by a group of British 
subscribers to the peoples of Great Britain and the United 
States of America.

Particularly interesting is the Washington Coat of Arms   
(three mullets and two bars) over the main doorway. This 
is said to have inspired the Stars and Stripes of the U.S. 
National Flag.

Sulgrave Manor is beautifully restored and refurnished and 
now presents a perfect example of a small manor house and 
garden during the time of Shakespeare.

Banbury, Oxfordshire — about two hours drive north of 
London.
